The sale opens to the
public on Friday, November 8 from 9:30 a.m.-4:30 p.m. and Saturday, November 9 from
9:30 a.m.-12 p.m. Saturday’s sale is a $2 bag sale until noon, then all items remaining
on Saturday will be free from 12:30-3 p.m. If you'd like to donate your time, please
consider volunteering to help with set up, operation, or take down of the sale by
contacting Library Director April Ide.

The Friends are also looking for organizations that would be interested in receiving a
donation of the items remaining after the sale.

The money that the Friends receive from the book sale is used to fund a variety of
library efforts throughout the year. The Friends have donated funding to library
programming for both children and adults. In 2024 alone, the Friends have helped fund
the Traverse des Sioux Library System’s Battle of the Books, the New Ulm Public
Library’s summer reading program, our Teen Video Gaming Club, and two comedian
performances.

During 2024, the Friends have also funded library collections, staff continuing
education, and the library’s subscription to Bookpage — a monthly magazine featuring
the newest books in all genres, available for free at the library. The Friends of the
Library are some of our most devoted patrons, too; we can always count on them to
stop by the Service Desk and share what they’re reading and make recommendations
for us to pass on to others.
